The ISU European Figure Skating Championships are held in Tallinn, Estonia, for the second time 
in history. Tallinn has hosted the ISU European Figure Skating Championships in 2010 as well as 
the ISU World Junior Figure Skating Championships in 2015 and 2020.  

 

A total of 173 skaters from 37 ISU members have been entered for this 114th edition of the 
European Championships: 34 Men, 37 Women, 22 Pair Skating couples and 29 Ice Dance 
couples.  
 

✓ 34-year-old pair Valtter VIRTANEN (FIN) is the oldest Skater competing in the 
Championships (dob Jun 4, 1987) 

✓ The oldest female Skater is ice dancer Charlene GUIGNARD (ITA) at age 32 (dob Aug 12, 
1989) 

✓ The youngest competitors are 15-year-old Kamila VALIEVA of Russia and Adam HAGARA 
(SVK), who are both born on Apr 26, 2006 

✓ The most experienced skater is Michal BREZINA (CZE), who competes in his 14th 
consecutive European Championship. He participated as well in the 2010 Europeans here 
in Tallinn.

✓ Ice Dancer Ekaterina MITROFANOVA (BIH) celebrates her 18th birthday on Wednesday, 
Jan 12 

✓ Natasha McKAY (GBR) will be 27 on Friday, Jan 14  
✓ Ice Dancer Diana DAVIS (RUS) will turn 19 on Sunday, Jan 16

✓ Natalie TASCHLEROVA/Filip TASCHLER (CZE), competing in the Ice Dance event 
✓ Lilah FEAR (GBR) and Sasha FEAR (GBR), competing in Ice Dance

✓ Camille KOVALEV/Pavel KOVALEV (FRA) in the Pairs event
