Participation in the Reykjavík International Games 2020 is open to all Competitors who belong to an 
ISU Member, and qualify with regard to eligibility according to Rule 102, provided their ages fall within 
the limits specified in Rule 108, paragraph 3 b) and they meet the participation, citizenship and 
residency requirements in Rule 109, paragraphs 1 through 5 and ISU Communication 2030 or any 
update of this Communication. 
 
In accordance with Rule 109 of the ISU General Regulations and ISU Communication 2030 all Skaters 
who do not have the nationality of the Member by which they have been entered or who, although 
having such nationality, have in the past represented another Member, must produce an ISU 
Clearance Certificate. Passports of all Skaters, as well as the ISU Clearance Certificate, if applicable, 
must be presented at the accreditation of the event for verification.  
 
All competitors must be entered through their respective Member Federation.

Each program (short/free) must be recorded 
on one track respectively on a separate disc. Discs must show the competition event, competitors 
name, nation and the exact running time of the music (not skating time) including any starting signal. 

The Program Component Sheet RIG05 must be sent together with the music to rig@iceskate.is no later 
than January 10th 2020. The Program Component Sheet must be filled in precisely by each skater in 
English using the Terminology for the elements listed in the respective ISU Communication.

11.  OPENING DRAW 
 
Opening draw will take place on Thursday, January 23rd 2020. 
Starting order will be made public on the official website immediately.  
The order of skating in the Free Program will be in the reverse order of places in the Short Program. 

 
12.  PRESENTATION OF MEDALS 
 
The three best placed Competitors in each event will be announced and honored. Gold, silver and 
bronze medals will be presented to the medalists. Skaters with highest score (ladies and men) will be 
given special awards in a special RIG ceremony with athletes from other sports during the closing 
banquet on Sunday, January 26th.
