1. GENERAL REGULATIONS

The Trophy Metropole Nice Cote d'Azur of Figure Skating will be conducted in accordance with the ISU Constitution and
General Regulations 2022, the Special Regulations & Technical Rules Single & Pair Skating and Ice Dance 2022, and the
relevant ISU Communications.

Participation in the Trophy Metropole Nice Cote d’Azur of Figure Skating is open to all Competitors who belong to an ISU
Member and qualify with regard to eligibility according fo Rule 102, provided their ages fall within the limits specified in
Rule 108, paragraph 3 a) and b) they meet the participation, citizenship and residency requirements in Rule 109,
paragraphs 1 through 5 and ISU Communication 2030 or any update of this Communication.

In accordance with Rule 109 of the ISU General Regulations and ISU Communication 2030 all Skaters who do not have
the nationality of the Member by which they have been entered or who, although having such nationality, have in the
past represented another Member, must produce an ISU Clearance Certificate. Passports of all Skaters, as well as the ISU
Clearance Certificate, if applicable, must be presented at the accreditation of the event for verification.

All competitors must be enfered through their respective ISU Member Federation.

For the proper conduct of the competition, 130 skaters will be retained.

An accompanying person to a Judge will only be accepted for accreditation if this person is a partner in life or a relative
of the Judge.

The Member Federations guarantee that the requested accreditation of Team Members will correspond to their function
within the feam and the Federation.

4. APPOINTED EVENT OFFICIALS

Each program (short program, free skating, rhythm dance, free dance) must be recorded on a
separate disc.

Committee evenements@ffsg.org until October 07th, 2022 (one week prior to competition).
