Decision of ISU Disciplinary Commission 
 
Further to ISU Communication No. 1493 concerning the decision of the ISU 
Disciplinary Commission dated 6 April, 2008 in the case of Yuri Larionov (RUS), the 
Figure Skating Federation of Russia, on behalf of Mr. Larionov, has applied for a 
reduction of the imposed ineligibility period based on Article 18.7.3 of the ISU Anti-
Doping Rules (Communication No. 1546). 
 
Following consideration of the application, the ISU Disciplinary Commission has, on 
21 April, 2009, taken the following decision:  
 
1.  The ineligibility period imposed upon Yuri Larionov by decision of April 6, 

2008, is reduced to 18 months; 
 
2.  Therefore the ineligibility period imposed upon Yuri Larionov will end on July 

17, 2009; 
 
3.  Each party bears its own costs. 
 
 
The present decision is subject to appeal to the Court of Arbitration for Sport (the 
CAS), Château de Béthusy, Avenue de Beaumont 2, CH-1012 Lausanne, Switzerland 
within 21 days upon receipt of the decision.
