Decision of ISU Disciplinary Commission

On March 19, 2018 the ISU filed a complaint against Mr. Da Woon Sin, a Short Track Speed
Skater of the Korea Skating Union, for an alleged ISU Anti-Doping Rule violation.

Following consideration of the alleged ISU Anti-Doping Rule violation, the ISU Disciplinary
Commission has, on April 28, 2018 taken the following decision:

“Decision
1. Da Woon SIN is declared responsible for an Anti-Doping violation.
2. A period of ineligibility of one year, beginning on April 28, 2018, and ending on April
27,2019 is imposed on Da Woon SIN.
3. The Korea Skating Union has to reimburse the 1ISU for the costs of the Result
Management and the costs of these proceedings.
4. The Skater bears his own costs.”

The decision of the Disciplinary Commission is published in full on the ISU website.

This decision is subject to appeal to the Court of Arbitration for Sport (CAS), as per Article
25 Paragraph 12 and Avrticle 26 of the ISU Constitution 2016.
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
