ISU Grand Prix of Figure Skating Final 2021/22,

Following the ISU announcement on December 2, 2021 regarding the cancellation of the 
ISU Grand Prix of Figure Skating Final in Osaka (JPN), the ISU evaluated a possible 
postponement to hold the Event at the end of the season and reached out to the six ISU 
Grand Prix of Figure Skating Group to find out if they could host the Event. 
 
Unfortunately, despite all efforts made by the ISU and the ISU Grand Prix of Figure Skating 
Group, it was impossible to find a solution to maintain this Event. 
 

Consequently, and for the above-mentioned reasons, the ISU Council regrettably decided 

to cancel the ISU Grand Prix of Figure Skating Final 2021/22.  
 
The ISU regrets that the hosting of the event is no longer possible this season, and thanks 
the ISU Members for their     efforts and cooperation.
